Call to Order:   		The meeting was called to order at 7:15 PM by Wendy Sue.
Announcements:  	Change in MEC positions.
We reviewed the draft minutes from February 20, 2013, and they were approved.
1. Nomination of co-chair made by Wendy Sue, Jay and Charlie both verbally accepted their new co-chair positions.  Wendy Sue stepped down from being the chair due to other commitments.  Jay verbally nominated Pete for Secretary, and the position was accepted.

Pete will contact a Monkton school teacher to see if she or anyone else she knows would like to join the MEC. Caitlin Cusack is interested in helping with the woodbank.  
3. Jay will contact John McNerny regarding  municipal building audits for any updates.  Jay will contact Sharon Gomez to update her with any position changes.  
4. Kevin Lehman no longer works for the ACRPC.  
5. There was a meeting in the field below the soccer field near the school to discuss solar options with Peter Corothers, ACORN member and Nicholas the CFO of the Land Trust.  The possibility of solar panels at this location was discussed.  Peter Corothers emailed WS and said that the VHCB holds the easement, not the Land Trust.  This could be a slow process but hopefully solar will be a possibility at this location.  The possible saving could be $25 to $35K for the town annually on a 1 acre parcel.  One idea is for the town to donate land, the investors would get a tax break and townspeople could invest money.  Solar panels can’t be installed near ball fields due to the increased insurance risk.  WS has emailed excel spreadsheets with costs for town buildings from GMP.
6. PACE:  How does the town collect taxes for this? Chuck wants to have a handle on this and be involved.
7. HEC:  Susan Stewart has given approval for the ballot box to be returned to the school, Pete will get it there ASAP.  Steve has been notified of the box and to not remove it.  Permission was given for the end of this school year and into the next year (will the ballot box removed from the school during the summer).
